We’ve all been there when you needed a card but the stores were closed or you just didn’t have a time to stop and buy one. Or maybe you just wanted to make something personal that is an original and you don’t feel like spending money on a card that will be discarded after one read. Here is one of my standby cards that I like to make using household items. This floral card design is created from reused pieces of wrapping or tissue paper, yarn, extra buttons and an old shirt box. 
I cut the card shape from a white shirt box —or any piece of sturdy white cardstock will work—and decorated it with petal shapes I cut from decorative tissue paper. Be creative with your petals. Remember, they don’t have to be perfect. Just draw a few shapes and once they are attached to the stem they will create a beautiful abstract flower. I created the stems from leftover embroidery floss that I attached with craft glue —yarn would also work. I accented the flowers with buttons that I had in my extra button stash. 
The nice thing about this pretty card is not only does it not cost anything to create, it is also created from 100% reused and recycled materials.
